Most Global Partners arrived Wednesday, July 5, and partici-
pated in an orientation program through Friday, July 7, that
included a city excursion and the Global Gala. The Global Gala,
held Friday, July 7, celebrated the similarities and diversity of the
Global Partners. The Brazilian delegation led the worship serv-
ice. Delegates from each country sang and/or danced to tradi-
tional music of their countries. To close worship, the Global
Partners said the Lord’s Prayer in their own languages in unison.

The Brazilian delegation to the Gathering completed the
exchange of the 2005 PW Global Exchange to Brazil. In Octo-
ber 2005, 31 Presbyterian Women traveled to Brazil to learn
what life is like there—what Brazilian Presbyterian worship is
like, what social justice issues affect that country, what unique
blessings and obstacles Brazilian women face in daily life and
much more. The Brazilian Global Partners looked for answers to
the same questions about life in the United States, and continued
to educate Presbyterian Women about life in Brazil.

Global Partners and domestic Gathering attendees had oppor-
tunities to meet many times
throughout the Gathering. In addi-
tion to the many conversations
started while walking to workshops
or eating meals, international friend-
ships were formed during the
Global Partners workshop, in the
Global Partners Hospitality Room
and in the Village Square. #
